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Historic Rye

Rye’s important place in history can be traced
back as far as Roman times when the town’s
original location on a huge embayment of the
English Channel offered safe anchorage and a
place to store iron.

Before the Norman Conquest, Rye was a small
fishing community almost surrounded by water
that lay within the Manor of Rameslie. When
forced to flee the Danes in 1014, Ethelred the
Unready promised the Manor as a gift to the
Abbey of Fécamp in Normandy where he

was given shelter. The name Rye is thought to
originate from the Norman French word ‘rie’
meaning bank, although some suggest it
actually comes from a mangling of Saxon
words for ‘an island’.

The town grew in stature as a trading port

and wasn’t returned to the English Crown until
1247 when Henry Ill finally restored order.
Back in English hands, the town was fortified
with a wall and four gates around 1380 under
Edward III's reign.

Contemporary evidence suggests that the
South Eastern coastal towns of Sandwich,

Watchbell Street and Church Square

Romney, Dover, Hythe and Hastings; were first
grouped together, in defence of the realm, by
Edward The Confessor during the 11th century.

A general Charter of the Cinque Ports
granted by King Henry 11l in 1260 collectively
formalised the arrangement under which
the five key towns benefitted in return for
providing safe harbour, a quota of ships and
men to sail them. These privileges and
common rights included exemption from
tax, trading concessions and the retention of
self-government.

The great storm of 1287 relocated the outlet
of the River Rother from New Romney to Rye
(resulting in Rye becoming the major harbour
in the area) and two years later the ‘Antient
Towns’ of Rye and Winchelsea became full
members of the Cinque Ports Confederation.

The Royal Charter served both the Crown and
population well, until the 13th century intro-
duction of the customs system, which resulted
in heavy taxes being slapped on the export of
wool to help fund the military endeavours of
Edward I and successive monarchs.

This new taxation triggered a crime wave across
Sussex and Kent and when luxury goods also
became taxable, smuggling became a criminal
pursuit for local gangs who armed themselves
and were highly organised. Several centuries
passed until this illegal trade was suppressed

in 1821 by National Coastguard Service patrols
and the subsequent reformation of customs
laws finally quashed the gangs.

During the Middle Ages, Rye developed into
a major port and it was raids by the French,
rather than illegal trade, that threatened the
town’s prosperity most. Major attacks in 1339
and 1377 destroyed almost every building in
Rye and even the bells from St Mary’s Church
were stolen.

New stone walls were built and additional gates
added after the second raid and improvements
made to the Landgate. 1449 saw yet another
attempted raid by the French but on this
occasion, Rye’s improved defences held firm.

Of the four original gates, only the Landgate
survives today, although a few remains of the
destroyed Strandgate have been incorporated
into the Old Borough Arms Hotel and
fragments of the town wall can still be seen.
Ypres Tower may have been part of a 13th
century royal castle but is thought more likely
to have been built during the late 14th century,
at the same time as the town wall into which it

The Landgate Arch

was incorporated. Originally known as
Baddyngs Tower, the imposing forty feet
high stone structure was leased to one
John de Ypres in 1430, hence the name.

Over the years, the Tower has been a defensive
position, court, prison, soup kitchen, mortuary,
and is now a fascinating museum, telling visitors
the story of a building largely unchanged from
the original.

Camber Castle lies between Rye and
Winchelsea and was completed in 1544 under
the orders of Henry VIIl. The symmetrical
artillery fort was second only in size to Deal
Castle and a garrison of 29 men was based
there. Years of relentless silting caused

the harbour entrance to shift eastwards,
rendering Camber Castle obsolete and the
garrison was disbanded in 1637.

Winchelsea was once a flourishing port and of
particular importance to the wine trade. The
hilltop town had its own significant defences
and was planned on a grid pattern to facilitate
defence movements if attacked. Unfortunately,
French and Spanish raids, the silting of the
harbour, and a Black Death epidemic all
contributed to the town’s eventual demise.

The town boasts one of the largest collections
of medieval wine cellars in the country and
many of the original stone gates and buildings
remain intact to this day.

Rye Castle Museum

The Ypres Tower was built about 1249 to
defend Rye against attacks from across the
Channel and is the oldest secular building open
to the public in Rye. It is one of the highlights
of this beautiful East Sussex Cinque Ports town
with its enchanting cobbled streets, medieval
church and beautifully preserved historic
houses from medieval, Tudor and Georgian
times. Rye is almost suspended in time and

has a uniquely unhurried atmosphere.

The Ypres Tower has served the town as a
castle, private dwelling, Court Hall, gaol and
finally now as a Museum. Inside you can see
where murderer John Breeds was held prisoner,
and what happened to him, where prisoners
were chained and the cells in which they were
incarcerated. You can see a smugglers’ lantern
and a relief model that shows the changes to
the Romney Marsh coastline and the defences
against Napoleon.

Visitors can try on medieval helmets, feel
the weight of medieval weapons and see the
uniforms of the Cinque Ports Volunteers.
From the Tower balcony you can look out

across the Marsh and view what was once one
of the most important harbours in the country,
so important that Elizabeth | visited the town
in 1573 and called it Rye Royale. The Women’s
Tower is also open and you can see and hear
how Victorian women prisoners were kept.

The Tower is open daily (except Christmas Day),
April to October 10.30am to 5.00pm and
November to March (weather permitting)
10.30am to 3.30pm. In all cases last entry is

30 minutes before closing. A virtual tour

is available.

Art and Literature

Rye and Winchelsea both have long
associations with art and literature, inspiring
the many great artists and writers that either
lived or spent time in the towns. One of the
most celebrated was Flemish Baroque artist Sir
Anthony van Dyck, who made several detailed
drawings of Rye and became the leading court
painter in England.

J.MW. Turner, one of the greatest masters of
British watercolour landscape painting, took
inspiration from the area’s land and seascapes,
as did the influential American-born artist
James Whistler.

Also the renowned Edward Burra not only lived
in Rye but was given his early art classes in Rye
by Miss Bradley in 1921 when he was just 16.
His good friend the Surrealist Painter and War
Artist Paul Nash also lived in and around Rye,
Iden and Dymchurch.

An artists’ colony was established towards the
end of the 19th century and Lamb House in

Rye Castle Museum
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West Street, Rye was home to several notable
writers over the years. American-born Henry
James, author of literary classics The Portrait of
a Lady and Turn of the Screw, lived in the house
for 18 years and entertained many eminent
figures of the day including Rudyard Kipling
and Ford Maddox Ford.

After James’ death in 1916, the house became
the home of brothers A.C. and E.F. Benson, the
latter achieving fame for his series of Mapp and
Lucia novels. More recently, Rumer Godden, the
Indian-born novelist and biographer, author of
Black Narcissus, A Kindle of Kittens and The
Diddakoi lived at Lamb House between 1967
and 1974.

Between 1923 and 1939, Jeake’s House on
Mermaid Street was home to Conrad Aiken,

an American Pulitzer Prize-winning poet. Aiken’s
daughter, Joan, was born in the house and went
on to become the celebrated children’s author
of The Wolves of Willoughby Chase and other
popular stories.

John Fletcher, the noted Jacobean playwright
was born in Fletcher’s House in front of

St. Mary’s Church. A contemporary of William
Shakespeare, Fletcher succeeded the Bard as
house playwright for the King’s men. Between
1928 and 1943, the poet and writer Radclyffe
Hall lived in several houses around town
including the Grade 1 Listed King Charles in
the High St. where in 1928 she published her
best known work “The Well of Loneliness”

Rye Harbour, home of children’s writer Monica
Edwards, was fictionalised as Westling in her
series of fifteen Romney Marsh novels and
many of the Lone Pine stories created by the
children’s adventure writer Malcolm Saville
were set in Rye. Romney Marsh itself was the
inspirational location for Doctor Syn, the
smuggler hero of novels by Russell Thorndike.

Mary, Mungo and Midge was another popular
children’s animated television series created by
Ryan who moved from London to Rye towards
the end of his life. Much of his work is still in
print, with details available from the Rye
Heritage Centre on Strand Quay.

Husband and wife Howard Gull Stormont and Mary
Elizabeth Sapworth were artists and collectors who
lived in Rye. More than one hundred pictures in the

Stormont collection were bequeathed to the Rye
Art Gallery Trust founded by Mary in 1957 for the

Rye. The gallery is located on the High Street.
Children’s fiction has strong ties with Rye,
perhaps the most famous being cartoonist John
Ryan who is best known for his character
Captain Pugwash that began as a short-lived
comic strip in the Eagle. Commissioned by the
BBC to produce a series of animations shorts
featuring the character, 126 episodes were made
in total with the last one airing in 1975.

Another highly influential husband and wife
team was Robert George Sang MacKechnie and
Margaret Barnard. The Seven and Five Society,
an association of progressive British artists, was

Remember, Remember
the Fifth of November,
Gunpowder, Treason and Plot...

Probably everybody in England is aware of

Guy Fawkes and the gunpowder plot but here
in Sussex the tradition is steadfast and probably
the strongest of anywhere in the land.

Why should this tradition be so strong in our area?
The answer is that it comes down to Henry VIl
who not only formed the Cinque Ports (of which
Hastings and Rye are both members) to defend
the realm from aggressors across the channel but
was also responsible for establishing Britain’s vast
naval power. This naval power needed gunpowder
and as any schoolboy knows charcoal is a major
constituent mixed with saltpetre. In East Sussex
long established oak being a very dense hard
wood produced the highest calorific charcoal,
which in turn gave the most powerful gunpowder.
To this day at the end of November/beginning of
December in Mayfield they re-enact the Kings
Men’s gunpowder test.

If you look in the base of an anvil there is a notch.
A sample of gunpowder is placed in this notch
and whoever’s gunpowder, when lit, throws the
anvil furthest/highest is bought by the King.
Hence the famous Powder Mills in Battle

that are now an Hotel.

The various bonfires are held on approximately
the same dates every year in Rye Bay starting with
Northiam which is one of the smaller bonfires.

Hastings celebrate their bonfire on the nearest
Saturday to the fixed day of “Hastings Week”
which this year makes them on 12th October.
This is a very large event with the bonfire and
fireworks on the beach.
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In Battle, who claim to be the oldest society in the
country, they always go on the Saturday nearest to
the 5th, so this year it will be on Saturday 2nd
November and their celebrations and torchlit
procession revolve around their bonfire on The
Green in front of the historic Battle Abbey gates.

In Rye, we always go the following weekend to
Battle, so this year it will be Saturday 9th
November. Rye’s celebrations are really known
as Rye Fawkes, rather than Guy Fawkes, which
reflects this Cinque Port’s towns history of
raiding parties to and from France and the
burning of their own boats to stop them being
stolen by French raiding parties. This involves
towing a burning boat through the narrow
medieval streets and always a boat is burnt

on the ‘normous bonfire.

As far as we are concerned in Rye Bay the
bonfire season finishes with the event at
Robertsbridge which is always held the following
week to Rye’s, which this year will be Saturday
16th November.

There are many more smaller bonfire events such
as The Robin Hood Bonfire Society at Icklesham
and the Ewhurst and Staplecross Bonfire Societies
event which generally falls between the Hastings
and Battle events, or just after.

Bonfires in Sussex are family friendly events
and the majority are preceded by large torchlit
processions with up to 30 Bonfire Societies and
a growing number of drum bands attending
each one. The events are free to attend but
street collections are made, the proceeds of
which go to local charities raising many
thousands of pounds each year.

Maintaining this tradition gives a nice break at, what
would normally be a very dismal time of the year.

The popular summer destination of Camber
Sands is nearby, offering a huge expanse of

white sandy beach and a large dune system

to explore.

The area is of historic military interest,
being the location for a variety of
fortifications from the 16th, 17th and
20th centuries. There is also a disused
lifeboat station, which once housed the
Mary Stanford lifeboat, tragically lost at
sea in 1928 with no survivors.

Although called Camber Castle, the 16th
century fort is actually situated between
Rye Harbour and Winchelsea. At the time
of construction, the site was a shingle

spit offering protection to Rye Bay and the
approaches to the local towns. The area has
since silted up over time and is now situated
inland. Camber Castle opens to the public
on the first Saturday of July, August and
September at 2pm and as part of guided
walks around Rye Harbour Nature Reserve
(see events page).

Rye Bay offers excellent sailing throughout
the year and the rivers Rother and Tilling

are both popular with canoeists. The Royal
Military Canal passes through Rye.
Winchelsea Beach is a small community
located at the foot of the hill upon which
stands Winchelsea. It is largely residential
but the long shingle beach offers magnificent
views across the Rye Bay and Rother estuary.

For walkers several long distance footpaths
pass through Rye — 1066 Country Walk,
High Weald Landscape Trail, Saxon Shore
Way and Royal Military Canal Path.
Stretching for 32 miles from Seabrook in
Kent to Cliff End in East Sussex, the Royal
Military Canal passes through Rye offering
visitors lots of opportunities for boating and
fishing. The canal was originally designed
as a defensive structure for keeping out
invaders rather than for navigation.

Now a popular waterway, walkers and
cyclists share the towpath that runs
alongside, enjoying the surrounding
scenery and wildlife.

Rye Bay Countryside

There is spectacular wildlife throughout the
year that can be seen among areas of ancient
woodland, farmland, grazing marsh, reedbeds,
saline lagoons, saltmarsh, sandstone cliffs, sand
dunes, shingle beaches and the open sea. From
west to east the main wildlife sites are: Hastings
Country Park, Brede High Woods, Pett Level, Rye
Harbour Nature Reserve, Rother Estuary, Camber
Dunes & Gravel Pits and Dungeness RSPB Reserve.

Rye Harbour Nature Reserve has International
wildlife designations and is managed by the
Sussex Wildlife Trust. Explore on foot or by bike
from Rye, Rye Harbour village or Winchelsea
Beach along a network of footpaths with five
birdwatching hides that have wheelchair access.
See a great variety of plants, birds and other
animals all year round.

It's not just about wildlife; there is much
interesting history in Rye Bay’s countryside.
Discover changing coastlines and military
defences from Henry VIII's Camber Castle,

to the Napoleonic War’s Martello Towers and
Royal Military Canal and the blockhouses of

World War Il. Then there are the churches and
the tragedy of the Mary Stanford Lifeboat.

Rye Bay is a good destination to arrive by rail
(London is only an hour away) and then explore
by bus, bike or on foot. If you are planning a
walk through the area there is a comprehensive
network of public footpaths, but there are also
several long distance footpaths that converge on
Rye — 1066 Country Walk, the Saxon Shore Way,
the High Weald Landscape Trail and the Royal
Military Canal Path. For cyclists the Sustrans
National Route 2 passes through Rye Bay on its
way from Dover to Brighton.

Rye Bay is “Sussex by the sea” at its best.

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Rye Harbour: Ryes szden Gem

M

Just a mile and a half outside Rye, at the mouth

of the river Rother, sits Rye Harbour. It’s a quirky
collection of Victorian and modern cottages with
its own sailing club, large donation-based car park,
art gallery and a couple of pubs.

The harbour has something for everyone: if you
ike nature there is a beautiful reserve in which to
lose yourself and the cares of the world for a day.
Beach-lovers need only walk to the end of the
tarmac road to find the gorgeous Rye bay sweeping
round to Fairlight cliffs and to enjoy the soothing
sound of surf on shingle. If art is your thing,
Avocet Gallery shows the work of over 60 local
professional artists, ceramicists, photographers
and print-makers and, if you are a history buff,
the village has a Napoleonic-era Martello tower,
old pill-boxes from WWII and the wonderful
tar-covered Watch House, established to stamp
out the smuggling that was once rife in the area.

The nature reserve is a real haven of peace and
quiet if you want to get away from it all. It is also
home to exceptionally rare birds, insects and flora.
The vegetated shingle, which makes up much of the
reserve, is an unusual environment and some of the
species that exist here are found in only one or two
other sites in the country. You don’t need to be an
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expert to enjoy the surroundings but if you do want
to learn more, there is an information office with
friendly staff who'll tell you which birds to look out
for and supply you with guides to the flora and
fauna you might encounter.

Many of the artists who live around the bay are
influenced by the changing vistas of sea, sky and
the wildlife of the area. This influence is reflected
in the work they produce, which often features
seascapes, sea birds and the restful colours of

the coast. Many local artists exhibit their work

at Avocet Gallery. The gallery is open Friday to
Sunday and it regularly changes its exhibitions; it
also serves fabulous homemade cakes, light lunches
and excellent coffee. If a pub lunch is more you
cup of tea, the busy William the Conqueror looks
onto the river, has plenty of outdoor seating and
specialises in Greek cooking.

Allin all Rye Harbour makes a perfect day out if you
are visiting the area... so why not come and see us
sometime?

Rye was once a thriving trading port and strategic
garrison town with a defensive naval force protecting
England’s medieval south coast but that was 600
years ago. During the centuries that followed, the
effect of violent storms in the Channel and land
reclamation combined to block the port entrance
and the open sea gradually receded two miles.

As maritime trade dwindled, the town became
increasingly reliant on tourism and its attraction
as a destination for visitors and holidaymakers.

However, there are encouraging signs that the
ancient Cinque Port of Rye might once again
become a hive of activity and an international
trade hub. Rastrum Ltd, established in 1996

and one of the largest privately owned employers
in the locality, has been a major force in the
redevelopment of Rye Wharf in recent years,
helping to bring the area back to life.

The once dormant wharf, looking neglected and
without a ship to be seen, is now a busy enterprise
covering in excess of one quarter of a million
square feet of clean, dry and secure storage
facilities and office space. The 30-acre site makes
an attractive base for businesses wanting to take

advantage of the skilled workforce, low cost
housing, proximity to London, and excellent
transport links to mainland Europe.

With the capacity to accommodate large vessels
up to 90 metres in length, the fully functioning
dock enables companies to ship a wide variety
of goods around the world. Imported talc from
China and stone from France, milling wheat
exports to Rotterdam and Belfast, and concrete
sections for sea defences, are just some of the
goods to have been handled by Rye Wharf.
There will be a new industrial development in
2019 with additional units built to accommodate
all new businesses.

This is the story of Public Water Supplies
in the locality. Back in 1902 the area was
rapidly running out of safe drinking water,
and something urgent had to be done. The
challenge was led by Hastings Corporation
under their Borough Engineer who
prospected for 1,000,000 gallons per day

of water from the under-lying Ashdown
Sandstone stratum, and in 1904 two Giants
of Brede were born.

Further developments took place in the 1930’s
and 1940’s when a third Giant joined its two
smaller sisters.

Today two of these original Pumping Engines
can be seen operating during the Society’s
Public Open Days, where numerous other
examples are also on hand that illustrate

the wide range of British heavy engineering
equipment that was required to bring safe
water into everyone’s homes.

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It isn't only historical writers that have made Rye
renowned for famous authors Bensonmania
struck the town in 1922 and persists until today.

The writer E.F. Benson is very much associated
with Rye in that his famous Mapp & Lucia
comedies are set in the town, which he calls
Tilling. He lived in Lamb House from 1919 until
his death in 1940, three years longer than Henry
James lived there.

Well before he wrote the Tilling social comedies,
he was a well known and best selling writer. His
first novel, Dodo, was an immediate best seller
and the talk of London Society. He was born at
Wellington College, Berkshire, where his father
was the first Master of the College, appointed by
Prince Albert. His father became Archbishop of
Canterbury in late 1882.

He first visited Rye in 1900 and stayed with
Henry James, and after James’ death in 1916,
spent the winters of the following two years at
Lamb House, before taking a joint lease of the
house with his brother, Arthur Benson. The latter
died in 1925, and from then on E.F. Benson
remained as sole lessee, although he also
retained a house in Brompton Square, London.

His first book set in Tilling, or Rye, was Miss
Mapp, published in 1922. In this book he used

Lamb House as Mallards, (Miss Mapp’s house) and
described her observing the activities in the
streets around it from the Garden Room, sadly
bombed in the last war. Miss Mapp is the social
queen of Tilling and the book chronicles her
manoeuvres and devious behaviour to ensure
that position remains intact. He describes many
parts of the town and houses that still exist
today. Her social adversary, Lucia, does not arrive
in Tilling until 1931, when Benson published
Mapp & Lucia. Two further books followed in
1935 and 1939, Lucia’s Progress and Trouble for
Lucia respectively. In these Miss Mapp in
embroiled with a great adversary, and plots many
a scheme to try and expose Lucia’s pretentions.

However, you must read them, and as you do you
will catch a glimpse of Rye between the wars,
although whether social life was like that, or still,
is for you to determine. Rye is one of the main
protagonists in the novels, its streets, its rivers, its
houses, its shops and its people. These days during
the summer there are guided walks round the
town, looking at the places the characters lived in,
and where certain incidents took place.

E.F. Benson (1867 — 1940) is buried in Rye
Cemetery. Allan Downend is Secretary of
the E.F. Benson society and can be contacted
at inffo@efbensonsociety.org.
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Rye, with its ancient buildings, cobbled streets and secret passages was once the haunt of
smugglers and highwaymen and is certainly one of the best preserved medieval towns in
England. Times change and whist it still retains its history, heritage and charm Rye is fast
becoming the antiques capital for the South East with more than 20 antiques shops and
venues all within a quarter of a mile walk from the centre of this stunning and ancient
Citadel town and many more in surrounding villages.

Antique Disc and Cylinder Musical Boxes
by Stephen Kember

Almost without exception, everybody who visits
my shop in Rye, smiles when they hear an antique
musical box play. Why do people find them so
interesting? Maybe the mood or feeling of an
earlier era is recreated. The sound produced by

a properly restored musical box is exactly as it
would have been when the machine was new, all
those years ago. Each one of us has the opportunity
to experience the delight and enchantment felt by
say, William Gladstone, a young Winston Churchill
or Queen Victoria. We can enjoy the entertainment
that was so new in that era.

There are two broad categories of musical box,
cylinder or disc. Many variations of each type exist.
The musical information, or code, necessary for the
production of the music is provided by either a
pinned cylinder or an interchangeable flat disc.
Examples can be large or small, plain or elaborate,
a cheap novelty or a sophisticated piece of musical
technology. Each musical box provides us with

a piece of social and technical history. If these
machines could talk as well as sing imagine the tales
they could tell...
